CONCURRENT SESSIONS: DESCRIPTIONS

THURSDAY, APRIL 19, 2007 2:30-4:00PM

A. STUDENT VOICES

Panelists will discuss their current academic interests and their
future goals, describing the role that consideration of ethical issues
plays in their lives. They will share their perspectives regarding
how their generation responds to new technological breakthroughs
and perceptions of accompanying ethical challenges. Do they think
they differ from prior generations? Are they comfortable with
increasingly enhanced humans?

B. PREIMPLANTATION GENETIC DIAGNOSIS:
LINKS WITH THE ENHANCEMENT DISCUSSION

Most PGD today is done to test “against” disease-related mutations.
Some PGD, however, aims to test “for” HLA compatibility between
the child-to-be and a child who already exists and who needs a tissue
transplant. PGD is also already sometimes used to select “for” a child
of a particular sex. In the future, it may be possible to use PGD to
test “for” embryos that have an increased probability of expressing
some trait that the parents desire (whether high intelligence or
deafness). As in the discussion about enhancement, the discussion
here will be about whether a good society should impose any limits
on these attempts to test “for” traits the parents desire. Does it make a
moral difference that these interventions will affect children? Does it
make a moral difference if we use genetic technology or Mozart in
the womb in our attempts to “improve” our children?

C. NOVEL STEM CELL THERAPIES:
RESEARCH TO CLINIC

Dr. Odorico specializes in pancreatic, islet cell, and multi-organ
transplants. His research focuses on stem cell biology and
differentiation, developing novel stem-cell based strategies for
treating diabetes, pancreas transplantation, and islet cell transplanta-
tion. He will discuss his current work, focusing on the challenges
related to moving Embryonic Stem Cell therapy to the clinic, also
sharing his perspectives regarding associated ethical concerns.

A. REFLECTIONS FROM DIVERSE FAITH

PERSPECTIVES

Panelists will discuss how their religious traditions grapple with
complex questions raised by recent and potential developments in
biotechnology. Focusing on ethical issues highlighted in preceding
talks, they will examine concerns related to how new therapies are
developed, intended uses, and possible “unintended” outcomes—
taking into consideration both “good for the individual” and “the
greater good.”

. HOW DO WE CONDUCT RESEARCH RELATED

TO ENHANCEMENT?

What if a rescue worker wants to enroll in a steroid study in order to
enhance his life-saving skills? What if the manufacturer of a drug to
treat ADHD in children wants to conduct an experiment to see if it
will help normal children do better in school? Under what circum-
stances, if any, should researchers be permitted to conduct such
experiments? How should we protect human subjects in this type of
research, and especially “vulnerable” subjects such as children,
athletes, the elderly, employees, and members of the military?

. ENHANCEMENT IN THE WORLD OF SPORTS

Panelists will review the enhancements, legal and illegal, currently
being used by athletes at various competitive levels. They will
discuss existing laws and regulatory guidelines, analyzing the
effectiveness of these approaches to insuring a level playing field.
Lastly, perspectives on various proposals for future directions,
everything from stricter laws and stiffer penalties to deregulation,
will be offered.
